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Season Review

At the end of the season, the Club undertook an extensive review with the Auckland Cricket Association

as required by the ,Club Is The Hub" programme. As a
number of criteria and is measured by a set of Key Performance Indicators which are negotiated and

agreed to at the start of the season. The review also acts as input to the level of funding support from

ACA for the following season.

The review confirmed that the Club continues to meet all the criteria and Principal Club status has been
once again confirmed for the 2009-10 season. Some comments on several aspects of the review are as
follows:

Player Recruitment and Retention

Coach Development

60 members of the Club, or parents of Junior members, attended ACA Coach Training courses during the
season. This was well in excess of our KPI target of 35, and puts the Club in a strong position with
regard to availability of trained coaching support for our players.

Secondary School Support

Professional coaches from the Club were involved in training programmes for players at Sacred Heart,
Selwyn and Glendowie Colleges. Maintaining regular contact and dialogue with the Secondary Schools
in our area is essential in the transitioning of post-College players into the Club.

Facilities

Our grounds at Colin Maiden Park remain amongst the best in Auckland. The new 5-lane artificial
practice net facility was completed prior to the start of the season and received extensive use during the
season.

Relationships with the University grounds staff remain very good. Preparation of the grass wicket blocks
for 2010-11 is being managed by the Eden Park Turf Manager which will result in excellent playing
facilities for the coming season.

The facilities in our Clubrooms were enhanced, including the installation of Sky TV thanks to the
generous donations from our Members. Use and patronage of our Clubrooms has increased significantly
and the Board will continue to build on this next season.

Availability of playing wickets for our Junior softball grades (Years 2-4) remains a concern due to the

possible alternatives to provide sufficient gr ounds i n our catchment area and
bias for our teams in these grades.
